NOTICE TO BOOK REVIEWERS

The following points should be noted in the preparation of your book review:

1.  The length should be 800-1000 words.


2.  The review should be aimed at an international audience.


3.  As well as saying something about the contents, reviewers should evaluate the book – what is your opinion of it?  Authors and readers should get some assessment of the book’s merits as well as its problems.


4.  References to other literature should kept to a minimum.  When used, they should be listed at the end of the review under the heading REFERENCES (all capitals) as follows:

For books:

For articles:
MILLS, SARA (1996) Gender and colonial space, Gender, Place and Culture, 3, pp. 125-148.

For chapters

5.  When quoting from the book, please give page references, e.g., “…” (p. 92).


6.  The review should be typed, and double-spaced throughout, including the bibliographic detail at the outset.


7.  Please give full publication particulars for the book you are reviewing.  Information should be taken from the title page of the book under review, not from cover or spine.  This information should be given in the following order:

a.

Title of the book, underlined;
b.

Author or editor’s initials and surname in capitals [in the case of editor(s), followed by


(Ed./Eds.) followed by a comma;
c.

Date of publication;
d.

Place of publication and publisher;
e.

Number of pages [e.g., 256 pp.] followed by a comma;
f.

Price, in pounds and U.S. dollars where appropriate, for hardback and paperback;
g.

ISBN for hardback and paperback.
